What does the Idle Air Control Valve do?
The Idle Air Control Valve allows the ECU to maintain minimum RPM irrespective of changes in engine load,
sometimes referred to as an anti-stall feature. Thus the driver can more easily move the car from stand-still by
merely releasing the clutch (manual transmission) or the brake (automatic transmission) without having to
simultaneously press the accelerator.

Where is the Idle Air Control Valve Located?
The idle Air Control Valve is located near the throttle body of the intake manifold in most cases. Additional
designs include rubber hoses running from the throttle body and air intake tube to a remote valve.

Will a malfunctioning Idle Air Control Valve cause a check engine light?
If the engine control module detects an issue with the Idle Air Control Valve circuit or signal; it will set off the
Check Engine Light to notify the driver that there’s an issue.

What are the common causes of failure?
The most common problem is a buildup of carbon or fuel varnish deposits in the Idle Air Control Valve. 

How to determine if an Idle Air Control Valve is failing:
The vehicle won't accelerate, lacks power when accelerating, or accelerates by itself. Other signs could be that
the engine won't idle smoothly, idles too slowly, or stalls repeatedly. 
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
